Toll Free Number
Recently the toll free number here at the corporate office has been used with more frequency from OC franchise owners.  This issue has been brought up before and has on and off become a problem.  The issue is that if all calls coming in to the office from franchise owners were paid by the office the bill would be significantly large.  Franchise owners phone calls are part of their business expenses just as the corporate offices calls are ours.  We do not call on your toll free lines for that exact reason.  

Last week the advisory panel submitted their votes as to their view on the issue.  Solutions were listed as:

1 – create a new toll free line that all franchise owners could call in on and then pay for it out of the ad fund

2 – block franchise owner numbers
3 – invoice the franchise owner who calls the number the amount they use

The overwhelming majority voted in favor of number 3.  The view expressed from most panel members were that franchise owners should be calling on the regular line or using e-mail for their communications at their own expense.  The members did not want to see ad money wasted on certain franchise owners phone bills.
